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Key Points:  
The Christian life is one of change. 
A journey to Christ likeness 2 Cor 3 vs 18

We are required to travel. Following Jesus requires we Journey to the other side.

The other side speaks of: 

1) Difference
The difference between where we are and where we hope to be, or are called to be.
God has an ‘other side’ for each one of us.
The other side will mean difference/change, which God is committed to bring about in us.

2 Cor 3 vs 18 says; transformation “comes from the Lord, who is the Spirit”.

2) Departure
V 45 says Jesus made them get into the boat.

Stepping into the boat was act of obedience.

They were soon in a storm. They had departed firm ground for the unpredictable.

This was the course Jesus had chosen for them.
3) Difficulty

Vs 48 “The wind was against them”.
When things don’t turn out the way we expect we can feel let down by God. Question if we are in the right place. Wonder why we are being punished.
Gods path for them lay through the storm. It was about character not comfort.

It was tiring, back breaking work.  Jesus saw their struggle.

4) Drawing near

Jesus walked out to them on the water. The disciples yelled out in fear.
We don’t always recognise Christ when he comes to us.

Vs 48 says “He was about to pass them by”.

Lk 24 v 28 gives us a clue what this phrase means: “they urged Him strongly, STAY WITH US” 

(Emphasis mine).  
Jesus responded to their cry. He got into the boat with them and the wind died down.
He sees you. He hears you. He is in the boat with you.
5) Destination
We don’t know how long it took to get to the other side.

We don’t know how long it will take us.

There is no timetable.

What do you do when you are not where you were BUT you are not where you want to be?

Getting to the other side is an act of God. It’s down to the Holy Spirit working in us. 2 Cor 3 vs 18

How did the disciples get there?  THEY STAYED IN THE BOAT.

Lost, hurting people were waiting for them.

The journey is not just about us. There is a desperate, lost world waiting for us.

6) Decision
Vs 50 Jesus says “Take courage. It is I. Don’t be afraid.
Don’t jump ship and give up on the promises, on your marriage, on your work place, on relationships. 

Decide to stay in the boat.

3. What does Mk 6 vs 48 and Lk 24 vs 28 tell us about Jesus and about our responsibility with him?
